F. No. IRDAI/Reg/7/119/20164n exercise of the powers conferred by clauses(gy) (za) and (zab) of sub-
section (2) of section 114A read with Sections &fd 64VA of the Insurance Act, 1938, (4 of 1938&) aaction 26 of
the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authdkity; 1999 (41 of 1999), the Authority, in consdilbet with the
Insurance Advisory Committee, hereby makes the¥atg regulations, namely:-

1. SHORT TITLE AND COMMENCEMENT
(1) These regulations may be called the Insurance BRegyl and Development Authority of India (Assets,

Liabilities, and Solvency Margin of General Inswarbusiness) Regulations, 2016.

(2) These Regulations shall come into effect fratpril, 2016.

“Act” means the Insurance Act 1938 (4 of 1938) ;

“Allocated Loss Adjustment Expenses (ALAE)” areiglarelated expenses that are directly attributable
to a specific claim;

“Authority” means the Insurance Regulatory and Depment Authority of India established under sub-
section (1) of section 3 of the Insurance Regujadmd Development Authority Act, 1999 (41 of 1999);

“Incurred But Not Reported Claim Reserves (IBNRj)tludes IBNER, estimate for reopened claims,
provision for incurred but not reported claims, ysmon for claims in transit as on the accountirsged
and ALAE;

“Outstanding Claim Reserves (OS Reserves)’meangtbeision made in respect of all outstanding
reported claims as on the accounting date. OS Resérclude ALAE;

“Premium Deficiency Reserve (PDR)” means the reséeld in excess of the unearned premium reserve,
which allows for any expectation that the unearpezinium reserve will be insufficient to cover thest
of claims and related expenses incurred duringéned of unexpired risk;
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(k) “Unearned Premium Reserve (UPR)” means an amouymesenting that part of the premium written
which is attributable and to be allocated to theceeding accounting periods;

() “Unexpired Risk Reserves” means the reserves ipexsof the liabilities for unexpired risks and
determined as the aggregate of Unearned PremiuerReand Premium Deficiency Reserve.

(2) All words and expressions used herein and not déftsut defined in the Insurance Act 1938 (4 of J988in
the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authdkity, 1999 (41 of 1999), or in any Rules or Regolasi
made there under, shall have the meanings respBctigsigned to them in those Acts or Rules or Reigns.

3. APPLICABILITY

These regulations shall be applicable to all theega insurers transacting general insurance bssine

4, ADMISSIBILITY OF ASSETS FOR THE PURPOSE OF CALCULAT ION OF SOLVENCY MARGIN

6. DETERMINATION OF SOLVENCY MARGIN

Every General insurer shall prepare a statemensbleency margin in FORM IRDAI-GI-SM in accordancétw
Schedule IIl.

7. BUSINESS OUTSIDE INDIA:

(1) Where the general insurer transacts general inserdiusiness in a country outside India, and submits
statements or returns or any such particularsedtst regulator of that country, the insurer skadllose a copy
of the same along with the Forms specified in adaonce with these Regulations and as stipulatechby t
Authority from time to time.

Provided that if Appointed Actuary is of the opinion that thability and solvency norms outside India, where
the insurer transacts business, results in lowailily and/or solvency requirement as compareth#oliability
and solvency norms existing in India, then suats@e shall require the insurer to set aside aatditireserves
over and above the reserves shown in the staternemtturns or any such particulars submitted & hbst
regulator of a country outside India so as to cgmyith the liability and solvency norms existinglimdia.

8. FURNISHING OF FORMS:

(1) The Forms, namely, FORM IRDAI-GI-TA, FORM IRDAI-GIR and FORM IRDAI-GI-SM shall be furnished
separately for General insurance Business withdieland Total Business transacted by the genesafén.

(2) These Forms shall be furnished to the Authorityhimithree months from the end of the period tockhthey
refer to or within thirty days from the date of ation of accounts by the Board of the insurer, \Whicer is
earlier, along with any other reports as may hmudied by the Authority from time to time.

9. PERSONAL VISIT OF APPOINTED ACTUARY TO THE AUTHORIT Y:

The Authority may, if considered necessary and digre, ask the Appointed Actuary to make a persoisi to
the office of the Authority to elicit from such gen any further information.

10. REPEAL AND SAVINGS
(1) On and from the commencement of these regulatiblesinsurance Regulatory and Development Authority
(Assets, Liabilities and Solvency Margins of InggjeRegulations, 2000 shall stand superseded.

(2) However, in respect of anything done or omittedéodone prior to the commencement of these reguksti
they shall continue to be governed by InsuranceuRégy and Development Authority (Assets, Lialmi
and Solvency Margins of Insurers) Regulations, 2000

11. POWER OF THE AUTHORITY TO ISSUE CLARIFICATIONS ETC.

In order to remove any doubts or the difficultibattmay arise in the application or interpretatddrany of the
provisions of these regulations, the Chairpersath@fAuthority may issue appropriate clarificatiarsgguidelines
as deemed necessary.

(b) Where the amount of outstanding claims can beoreddy estimated according to the insurer, inssinafl
follow the 'case by case method' after taking iatwount the explicit allowance for changes in the
settlement pattern or average claim amounts, egsemnsd inflation;

(c) For lines of business, where the Appointed Actuiarpf the view that the statistical method is most
appropriate for the estimation of Outstanding chinthe Appointed Actuary may use the appropriate
statistical method of claims reserving insteadadiofving case by case method. In such cases, timgl
outstanding reserve shall be certified by Appoinfettuary. Where the Appointed Actuary identifies

material changes in the claims handling practitesiy impact on the outstanding claims reserveepatt
shall be taken into account and reported.

(3) Incurred But Not Reported (IBNR) Claims Reserve

(a) The incurred but not reported (IBNR) claims resesfall be determined using actuarial principles mnethods

detailed in clause 4 below

(b) The IBNR shall be estimated using appropriate aizthprinciples and shall be certified by the Apputed
Actuary.

(c) The Appointed Actuary shall estimate IBNR on both of reinsurance and gross of reinsurance basis.

(d) The Appointed Actuary shall estimate the provisionIBNR for each year of occurrence and the figure
shall be aggregated to arrive at the total amaubgetprovided.

(e) If estimate of IBNR provision for any year of ocremce is negative, the Appointed Actuary shall re-
examine the underlying assumptions. Even afterxegrénation, if the mathematics produces negative
value, the Appointed Actuary shall ignore the IBNiRvision for that year of occurrence.

() The estimation process shall not discount the estichfuture development of paid claims to the aurre

date.
ACTUARIAL METHODS
(1) The following Standard Actuarial Methods may bedufse the estimation of IBNR reserves:

(a) Basic Chain Ladder Method (both on incurred and p&ims)
(b) Bornhuetter Ferguson Method (both on incurred aid plaims)
(c) Frequency — Severity Method

(2) The Appointed Actuary shall use more than one ntktbarrive at an estimate that s/he believes égjaate to
meet the future liabilities.

(3) Appointed Actuary may use methods other than stanaetuarial methods of IBNR estimation.

(4) In his/her annual report submission to the Regulatppointed Actuary should provide an explanatifrthe
rationale underlying the selection of a particutaethod over the other available methods along wWith
advantages and disadvantages of doing so.

(5) Where the results of different methods or assumptidiffer significantly, an Appointed Actuary must
comment on the likely reasons for the differenaes explain the basis for the choice of results.

APPLICABILITY TO REINSURANCE
(1) This Schedule shall also apply to the valuatiogerferal insurance business in the books of reirsure
(2) As regards the business ceded by insurers, thisdbtd shall be applicable to the net sums at eskimed by
the insurer.
DETERMINATION OF OTHER LIABILITIES
